3) Concerning the information sought in sections ga)and (c) of the application,
we note that the policy on the Gaza Strip is simdaerall to the policy and

procedures in Judea and Samaria, as were extgnsigililed in the response to

you application, issued by the Consulting Officdrte Population Registry
Department at the Office of the Legal Advisor foe tludea and Samaria Area, on
March 30, 2011, attached heretoaamex a. Until 1994, the status was assigned
to residents who for seven years had broken comtdbtthe Area or an Israeli
diplomatic mission, namely, transferred their ceofdife from the Area abroad.
We clarify that since the day of transfer of theplation registration records to
the Palestinian Authority in 1994, in conjunctiontiwthe transfer of the civil
powers, no Palestinian resident's status has bbhanged in the population
registry held by the Israeli side.

Concerning the information sought in section 2(adhe application, the number
of Gaza Strip residents who have ever been assi¢imedstatus of "ceased
residency" in the population registry is about 282,

Concerning the information sought in section 2(b)he application, it should be
clarified that Gaza Strip residents who were haldietention or incarceration of
some form had not attended the censuses, and @o tlugir return or release their
status was switched back to that of active resglértierefore, the Coordinator of
Government Activities in the Territories is unalbbeproduce this information, as
this requires an individual check for each residghbse status was changed to
"ceased residency" and who was later given backekidency, which requires the
allocation of significant time and manpower resesrc

Considering the information sought in section 2{cj}he application, the criteria
for changing a resident's status to that of "ceassidiency” is as aforementioned
— a center of life transfer by non attendance@resus or departure from the Area
for over seven years. Accordingly, the last timeeaident became a "ceased
resident” was in 1994, with the transfer of theisey to the Palestinian authority
following the interim agreements.

Concerning the information sought in section 3(fa)he application, the number
of Gaza Strip residents who switched back fromsta¢us of "ceased residency"
to active status is 2,296. This figure reflects thember of residents who had
ceased being residents and became active onceumdee the same identity card
number. There are an unknown number of residents hdd ceased being
residents and become active once more with a nemtitgi card number.
Concerning the information sought in section 3(b)he application, it should be

clarified that given the fact that there were savavenues by which a Palestinian



resident could have regained his identity card, @atdrned to active status, it is

impossible to detail the precise reason due to lwthe status was restored to the
resident, as this entails an unreasonable and sibfeaallocation of resources.

The complete information should be available with Palestinian Authority.

10) Concerning the information sought in sections 4{&) (b) of the application, the
number of Gaza Strip residents who are assignedt#tes of ceased residency as
of January 29, 2012, is 106,582 per the followinggkdown:

a) 44,730 — transfer of center of life.

b) 54,603 — did not attend the 1981 census.

c) 7,249 —did not attend the 1988 census.

However, of those, some have received over thesy@arew identity card in the
Area as stated and we have no way of knowing ifthat same time, they are
labeled under "ceased residency”. Furthermore, so@g no longer be alive,
given that a person who ceased being a residenttisupdated in the death
records, and we add as a footnote that of theest@dabeled under the "ceased
residency" status around 15,000 are above thefe@@ o

11) Concerning the information sought in section 4fic)he application, we have no
knowledge of anyone under the "ceased residen@tlsstwho is currently in
detention or incarceration of any form. It should boted that the military
commander has no database in which to query tlés da

12) Concerning the information sought in section 4@f) the application, the
Coordinator of Government Activities in the Terrigs has no information on the
subject.
